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Chapter 17. Business and Commerce
Article 2 Itinerant Merchant Activity
Sec. 17-1 Definitions

The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this article, shall have the meanings ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning:
Itinerant merchant means any person who goes from house to house or from place to place in the city, soliciting, selling or taking orders for or offering to sell or take orders for any goods, wares, merchandise, services, photographs or magazines, or subscriptions to magazines.

Sec. 17-2 Hours of permitted itinerant merchant activity

It shall be unlawful for any person to engage in any itinerant merchant activity at any time between 9:00 p.m. and 9:00 a.m., except when such person has a specific invitation and appointment with the customer.

Sec. 17-3 Going upon residential premises without invitation prohibited

The entry in and upon private property or residences of another by itinerant merchants, not having been requested or invited to do so by those in charge or control of such premises, for the purpose of soliciting orders for the sale of goods, wares, merchandise or services, or disposing of or peddling the same, or taking orders for the same, or for running any sort of canvass, is declared to be a nuisance or trespass and a misdemeanor. Likewise, entry in or upon the premises of another by an itinerant merchant, or remaining upon such premises occupied or controlled by another, after having been requested to leave such premises, shall be deemed a trespass and punishable as a misdemeanor.

Sec. 17-4 Use of streets by itinerant merchant

No itinerant merchant shall have any exclusive right to any location in the public streets, nor shall any itinerant merchant be permitted a stationary location, nor shall he be permitted to operate in any congested area where his operations might impede or inconvenience the public. For the purpose of this section, the judgment of a police officer, exercised in good faith, shall be deemed conclusive as to whether the area is congested or the public impeded or inconvenienced.
