Sec. 15-701 Returned check fees

Returned check fees shall be collected on each check returned by the bank unpaid in the amount of $25.00.  Returned check fees shall be deposited into the Water and Sewer Fund if the payment was for utility or garbage services.  Returned check fees shall be deposited into the General Fund for all other payments.  If the returned check was for combined payment of utility or garbage services and for other payments, the returned check fee shall be split with ½ of the fee deposited into the Water and Sewer Fund and ½ of the fee deposited into the General Fund.

Sec. 15-2 Copy Fees
Copy fees of $.25 per page shall be collected for all paper copies made for individuals or corporations of documents provided by the individual or corporation or for City documents not part of the requesting individual or corporation’s file.  One paper copy of documents from the requesting individual or corporation’s file shall be provided at no charge and a copy fee of $.25 per page shall be collected for all additional paper copies.  Copy fees shall be deposited into the General Fund.

Copy fees of $5.00 per floppy disc, $10.00 per compact disc or $10.00 per audio tape shall be collected for all electronic copies made for individuals or corporations of City documents or files.

Research fees shall be collected for requests for documents, files, or other records of the City, requested under the Open Records Act, that require more than 30 minutes to retrieve.  The research fee shall be $30.00 per hour, per employee conducting the research, prorated per 15 minutes or any part there of.  Research fees shall be deposited into the General Fund.

The Maintenance and Operation Property (Ad Valorem) Tax Rate for the 2006-2007 Tax Year shall be set at .2826 per $100 and the Interest and Sinking Property (Ad Valorem) Tax Rate for the 2006-2007 Tax Year shall be set at .000 per $100.  
Discounts will be offered for payment of current year taxes at 3% for the month of October, 2% for the month of November and 1% for the month of December.  No discounts will be given for current year tax payments made in the month of January.  Taxes will become delinquent on February 1 and will incur penalties, interest, attorney fees and any other costs and fees as determined by state law or by contract between the City of Point and the Rains County Appraisal District or as set by the Rains County Appraisal District Board of Directors.
